Sub: Cancel the election - 6th April,2021 - all 234 Constituencies -  the Tamilnadu legislative assembly - fair and free election -  under Article 324 of the Constitution of India- Measures to control are theoretical and not practical reg.

[bookmark: _Hlk69454408]We contested from 75 constituencies in the Tamil Nadu Assembly Election held on 6th April,2021 on behalf of the new Vision Alliance formed by parties including Tamizhaga Murpokku Makkal Katchi, Desiya Makkal Sakthi Katchi and India Dravida Makkal Munnetra Katchi . 

We have understood from our participation that  how much money power influenced this election, buying of votes by explicit cash payment  and inactiveness of the Election machinery in Tamilnadu and how people of Tamilnadu wre  unable to think and vote on their own. It was seen that the Election Commission had conducted an election system that would only give opportunities to those who exploit peoples weakness with corrupt practices.  Whoever is elected cannot be the real representatives of the people in the  Tamil Nadu assembly elections for the abovesaid reasons and there is no fair and free elections held in the Tamil Nadu Assembly Election held on 6th April,2021.
DMK, AIADMK, BJP and Congress have indulged in the corruptive practices contrary to the free and fair elections with Election machinery being  silent spectator of misdeeds 

A) The election held on 6th April,2021, should be cancelled.
[bookmark: _Hlk69559527]Election held on April 6 was shown as a blatant show of monetary strength from the beginning of the election. As the DMK launched its election campaign in November 2020 and the AIADMK in December 2020, the two parties, who tried to mobilize people for meetings and show their influence, paid Rs.200 per individual to a meeting with a lunch and liquor and the same approach, was followed by the Congress and the BJP, who similarly gathered people for their meetings. This position continued even after the election was officially announced. The election officials did not stop the activities of DMK, AIADMK, BJP and Congress parties, to pay and collect crowds for the election meetings and your election machinery even failed to bring into the respective candidate’s account. The candidates of these DMK, AIADMK, BJP and Congress parties, paid sum of Rs.100, to all voters during door-to-door campaign. On the night of April 4, after the election campaign closure on the night of April 4th, parties DMK, AIADMK, Congress and BJP, paid for about 70% of the voters from Rs.300 to Rs.1,000. Both DMK and AIADMK alliance parties, have spent around Rs.6 to 10 crores in each constituency and all your expenditure observers have miserably failed to account these particulars as your machinery, is more of theoretical and not practical. In fact, all your expenditure safeguards like opening of bank account and permissions, may justify your steps but such measures are only to harass the sincere and new party candidates.  
As mentioned above, the Election Commission has a responsibility to protect democracy and conduct free and fair elections to the Tamil Nadu assembly and hence the election commission should conduct random enquiry and cancel the 6th April election in all the 234 constituencies of Tamil Nadu Election officials acted unilaterally. The Election Commission should conduct such an inquiry before 2nd May.   Perhaps, if the inquiry is not completed by the date of counting, we urge the Election Commission to postpone the counting of votes.

B) Election machinery is not thoroughly trained and favoring only so-called major parties

The DMK, AIADMK, BJP and Congress, were given  permissions  to campaign for the elections, but  denied permissions most of the time  for others. Despite repeated approaches, the Chief Electoral Officer of Tamil Nadu did not take immediate action. Many election officials do not know the election rules. However, only the ruling and the ruled  parties were given permissions immediately. The Election Commission should provide appropriate training to the election officials to remove such confusion  of the election authorities.

C) The election expenses of political parties,  need restrictions.
The expenses incurred by the leaderships of DMK, AIADMK and BJP for the just concluded Tamil Nadu assembly elections were sky-touching. DMK, AIADMK and BJP released advertisements on daily basis. DMK paid to its election advisor sum of Rs 360 crores and AIADMK paid to its election advisor sum of  Rs 200 crores, and advertisements for crores of rupees were  given by DMK, AIADMK and BJP in newspapers, television and social medias. such an election expenditure, has created an imbalance in the election. The expenses of the major parties are used to brainwash the people without thinking and voting on the basis of policy and action. As this will not lead to a healthy democracy, the Election Commission should come forward to impose restrictions on the expenditures incurred by political parties at the time of elections.
Therefore, we request you to cancel the election held on 6th April,2021 for all 234 Constituencies in the Tamilnadu Legislative Assembly in the interest of fair and free election invoking the extraordinary power under Article 324 of the Constitution of India, based on the few references given below.
